The BID applied to 
the best source of funding for this 
effort, the City of Oakland's Rede-
velopment Agency, with the por-
tion of Telegraph Ave in both in 
the BID's area as well a Redevel-
opment District is along Telegraph 
from 40th to 42nd.  

We won the award from Redevel-
opment 2 years ago, but soon 
learned it wasn't enough money. 
So, we (im)patiently waited for last 
year's funding cycle and won that 
award as well! The BID hired 
Gill's Electric and worked with 
property owners and tenants to lo-

cate and design spots for pedestrian 
scale lighting. 

You may have seen a Gill's Electric 
truck along Telegraph recently and 
soon you'll notice new, energy effi-
cient lighting along the street from 
Import Motors through Kelly 
Moore Paint, from the sub shop 
through the local cleaners! The 
lights have solar sensors which will 
turn the lights on at dusk and tim-
ers to turn them off roughly after 
BART stops operation at night.
